Arthur has a specialty in Canon Law and he
was needed here to help those who spoke Polish to complete the annulment procedures. He ministered in the Marriage Tribunal for
the past six years and during that time he resided at St. John Fischer Parish on the city’s southwest side. On behalf of all I welcome
him to St. Thecla. More to come ...

Formation thoughts and reflections: Much has been lamented and written about some of the “mind-sets” in our culture today.
Individualism, i.e., What’s in it for me? Hedonism, i.e., pleasure is the supreme good...if it feels good do it. Minimalism, i.e., what is
the least I can do, yet still receive the maximum reward. Entitlement is used to describe the underlying motivation for all three.
In contrast: I remember listening to an interview of a man who lost his entire fishing business to the huge oil disaster in the Gulf.
Even though he qualified, he refused to accept any money from BP and didn’t give a darn even if they offered him millions. His
reasoning was so articulate and I quote from memory, “I refise to accept this new form of welfare. Taking it means we will have
completely shut down our resilience, our creativity, our intelligence and our faith in God to recover. What will happened to the
inertia from our inner spirit and soul? Sure BP is at fault but all the money in the world will not make me rich in the truest sense of
the word.” 1 was very surprised at his reaction because I thought in justice BP should compensate and if it were my fishing business
I would have taken the money or made a demand for it immediately, yet, this man challenged my attitudes and my faith.
Perspective: For the love of money is the root of all evils, and some people in their desire for it have strayed from the faith and have
pierced themselves with many pains. (1 Timothy 6:10) Is this the truth behind the entitlement, the minimalism, the hedonism and the
individualism? Has this slowly crept into our lives without our even knowing it? Consider St. Paul’s second letter to the
Corinthians (2 Corinthians 4:8): We suffer all kinds of afflictions and yet are not overcome.

Remember every prayer you say and every effort and thought you give to help St. Thecla renew and grow is needed and
appreciated. Thanks for the many blessings you’ve shared and may the Lord reward you abundantly. God bless, Fr. Gene

Strona Duszpasterstwa Polskojezycznego w parafii Sw. Tekli

Kontynuujac nasze planowanie finansowe...Przedstawiamy przewidiwany budzet parafialny poczawszy od 1 lipca 2011 do 30
czerwca 2012. Projektowany dochdd z niedzielnej kolekty, optat za szkote oraz donacji: $1,653,890.00. Przewidujemy wydatki w
wysokosci $1,777.037.00 Roznica $123,147. Koszty utrzymywania parafii wzrastaja kazdego roku. Kazda rzecz w budzecie jest
uwaznie przemySlana poniewaz nie ma nadmiernych wydatkéw. Zawsze w okresie jesiennym komitet finansowy przygotowuje
szczegbtowy raport do biuletynu. Kazdy z naszej parafii powinien czu si¢ odpowiedzialny za roznicg, deficyt jaki mamy w
budzecie. Jak juz wcze$niej wspominaliSmy, nie mozemy pobiera¢ funduszy z oszczednoSci/kapitatu, na pokrycie deficytu.

Spotkatem si¢ z parafianinami ktorzy wykazali trosk¢ o nasza parafie oraz duze zaangazowanie w zorganizowanie wydarzen
charytatywnych potaczonych ze zbidrka pieniedzy dla naszej prarafii. SpotkaliSmy si¢ w celu zidentyfikowania trwatych sposobow
w jakie mozna zwiekszy¢ oraz zmaksymalizowac starania o zebranie funduszy/kapitalu. Poprzez ostatni rok, wydawalo si¢ ze
mieliSmy zbyt duzo takich akcji i nasze starania byly podzielone. Planujemy potaczy¢ niektore akcje charytatywne oraz okresSlic
ktore wydarzenia maja charakter charytatywny a ktore sa bardziej spotkaniami towarzyskimi.

OmowiliSmy rowniez planowanie/ustalanie oraz zarzadzanie tych roznych wydarzen. Celem akcji charytatywnych jest uzupetnienie
budzetu — zwlaszcza deficytu. Musimy rowniez wzig$¢ pod uwage uzupetienie naszego kapitatu/oszczednosci z ktérych wczesniej
pobieraliSmy fundusze na pokrycie deficytu. Wiecej informacji na ten temat w przysztosci, w miare jak bedziemy kontynuowac
nasze spotkania.

Podczas zebrania padlo wazne pytanie “Jak dlugo Archidjecezja Chicago pozwoli parafii na funkcjonowanie z deficytem?”
Odpowiedz jest taka ze nie na dtugo. Nie ma pomocy finansowej, raczej parafia zapisuje si¢ na program “Transformations” — nasza
parafia juz jest zapisana, bierze udziat w tym programie. Program ten jest procesem wytycznym, ktdry jest podstawa do opracowania
strategii. W niektorych przypadkach Archidjecezja przejmuje zarzad nad parafia oraz/lub szkota. Wierze¢ ze mamy kreatywnosc,
oddanie oraz wiar¢ w odnowienie naszej parafii.

W miare jak ks. Pawla czas u nas dobiegt konca, zdaje sobie sprawe z jego oddania oraz jak wspanialg jest osoba. Czasem zmiany
zdarzajg si¢ szybko i moga by¢ uznane za blogostawienistwo. PisaliSmy wcze$niej w biuletynie ze ks. James Donovan doktadat
staran aby przydzielono ksiedza do naszej parafii. Przez ostatnie sze$¢ lat Ks. Artur Marat postugiwat w Trybunale Matzefniskim,
jego praca nie zostata przedtuzona. Zostal poproszony o wziecie pod uwage pustugi w parafii, parafia Sw. Tekli byta na liscie parafii
ktore potrzebuja ksiedza. Spotkatem si¢ z ks. Marat i ufam Panu ze wlasciwe decyzje zostang podjete dla dobra naszej parafii.

W ubiegly weekend, 4 lipca, obchodziliSmy Swieto Niepodlegto$ci. Mam nadziej¢ ze byt to dla nas dzieh wdzigcznodci i ze zdajemy
sobie sprawe z tego jak jesteSmy btogostawieni. Mimo tego iz sa problemy i zmartwienia, zyjemy w kraju ktory nadal ceni (mam
nadziej¢) wolno$¢ wyznania, religi. Ilu z nas pamigta decyzje Sadu Najwyzszego z 1992 roku? Sad orzekt ze wolnos¢ decyduje o
tym co jest dobre a co zte.

Przystuchajcie si¢ waszej wewngtrznej reakcji do tej decyzji oraz rozprzestrzeniajacego efektu domina jaki ona miata. Dla mnie
decyzja ta otworzyta drzwi do erozji niezbednych “czarnych i biatych” zasad moralnych ktdre pozwalaly nam na bycie prawdziwie
wolnymi. Przypomnijcie sobie debaty ktdre nastapity, domagano si¢ usunigcia z lokalnych sali sadowych oraz miejsc publicznych
czegokolwiek religijnego, jak n.p. tablic z 10 Przykazaniami lub modlitwy ze szkét publicznych. Pamigtam ile uwagi media
poswigcily tym debatom, nie mniej jednak, czy przypominamy sobie ile relacji zdaly media z tej decyzji z 1992 roku? To
zagadnienie nie jest tak naprawde nowe dla ludzkosci. W rzeczywistoSci, wezesni Chrzescijanie zyjacy w Rzymskim Imperium zyli
pod subiektywnymi hedonistycznymi praktykami. Jednak, Rzymscy urzednicy, ktdrzy obserwowali Chrzescijan, napisali “Oni nie
przestrzegaja naszego prawa, ich zycie oraz milo$¢ je przewyzsza.” Niektore prawa wymagaly zachowan niemoralnych, oni w
zamian wybrali m¢czenstwo dla Chrystusa. MySle o nich i o wszystkich naszych mezczyznach i kobietach ktorzy oddali swoje zycie
w stuzbie wojskowej aby chroni¢ nasza wolno$¢ w Stanach Zjednoczonych. Moze tegoroczne Swieto Niepodlegtosci wymaga
abySmy zatrzymali si¢ na moment i zrobili glgboka refleksj¢ na temat tego czym naprawde jest wolnos¢. Jezeli jesteScie
zainteresowani, odsytam do Katechizmu Kosciota Katolickiego, zachgcam do poczytania nauk oraz refleksji na temat wolnosci.

Akcje charytatywne na rzecz parafii: Plany oraz rozmowy begda kontynuowane po wakacjach. Przeprowadzitem pierwsze rozmowy z
Archdjecezja na temat programu wytycznego, stuzgcego rozwojowi parafii. Mam kilka bardzo dobrych wiadomosci, ktérymi
podziele sie z wdzigcznoscia. Dochdd z programu “QUICK PICKS”, czyli programu przez ktéry mozna kupi¢ certyfikaty do
roznych sklepow, tak zwane “gift certificates”, wyniost $17,000. Dla ofiarodawcoéw, nie ma dodatkowych kosztow zwiazanych z
tym programem.

Roéwniez jesteSmy bardzo blisko celu, je§li chodzi o uaktualnienie systemu nagto$nieniowego. Nie ma odr6zniania: parafia Sw. Tekli
to znaczy kazdy kto tutaj jest, bez wzgledu na szkote, koscidt, jezyk. Chodzi o to ze parafia ma deficyt, w parafii powinna byc
jednosc¢ , naszym celem ostatecznym jest mie¢ wiare¢ w Boga i prowadzi¢ zycie godne odziedziczenia obietnicy zycia wiecznego.

Nowy Mszat: W kazdym biuletynie bedziemy staraé si¢ umiesci¢ nowe wykonanie/ttumaczenie modlitw ktére wymawiamy podczas
