Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Please let me begin by sharing that I am excited to be part of St. Thecla parish community! My name is Fr. Wojciech Artur
Marat, and I come to you from St. John Fischer parish in Beverly, Chicago.

Although I am officially a priest of the Archdiocese of Chicago, I was born and raised in Bialystok, Poland - the land of
many beautiful lakes and national parks. I have one brother, who is a pianist and lives in Bialystok. He is married and has four
adorable children. Both my mother and father have passed away.

At the age of 19, I felt called to the priesthood and entered the diocesan seminary in Bialystok, where I completed my
Masters of Theology and was ordained on June 16, 1988. After serving in three parishes, my bishop invited me to study Canon Law.
Since I was always interested in law and even considered being a lawyer before I entered the seminary, I accepted the bishop’s
invitation and began canonical studies at the Catholic University of Lublin. I thoroughly enjoyed my time there and completed my
J.C.D. in 2002.

In 2001, Cardinal George came to Bialystok, Poland and invited me to come and serve in the Marriage Tribunal of the
Archdiocese of Chicago. Knowing the real need for priests in this archdiocese, I decided to leave the country that I love in order to
serve God’s people here. From 2002-2005, I was the parochial vicar of St. Richard on the South Side of Chicago. During this time, I
began learning English and working as a Defender of the Bond at the Marriage Tribunal located Downtown. In 2005, I took up
residence a St. John Fischer parish in Beverly, and in 2009, I made the decision to stay in Chicago permanently and was
consequently incardinated into the Archdiocese of Chicago.

While I enjoyed the time I spent serving the Church as a canonical judge, I decided this year that I would like to be among
God’s people full-time as a parish priest. And so, my dear friends, God has led me here, and I am delighted to be with you! For me
there is no greater joy than being a priest, celebrating the sacraments, and being among you. I look forward to my future here; I ask
for your prayers; and I reassure you of mine.
